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Problem/Issue Statement 
 
The sidewalk enforcement procedures need to be revised to reflect the Village’s needs. 
 
Financial Impact 
 
There is a financial impact that depends on the compliance of people who have sidewalks that do 
not meet the standards of the Village.  This amount can not be quantified. 
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff would like Council consensus on how to proceed. 
 
Background 
 
In February, staff was asked to provide a review of the procedures used in enforcing the Village’s 
sidewalk condition laws.  A flow chart was prepared, along with a suggested revised version that 
reflects a less stringent, but still compelling, process to guide the effort. 
 
Based on the comments from the Village Solicitor and Council, the process has been updated to 
reflect some ability for appeals.  We still need to figure out who manages the appeals. 
 
Given the magnitude of changes from the existing process that is outlined in the Village code, it is 
likely that a new ordinance will need to be adopted if we are to use this process. 
 
The Village Solicitor will be present to address any of these matters. 
 
Alternatives Analysis 
 
Council can make changes to the process, as they see fit. 
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff would like Council consensus on how to proceed. 
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
